Classification 
 
A student who, at the first attempt, obtains an overall mark of 70% or more, with a mark of at 
least 65% gained in each of the two elements (Essential Knowledge AND Problem Solving 
and Interpretation) and a grade of “Safe” for each DOPS station, will be awarded a pass with 
Distinction. 
 
A student who, at the first attempt, obtains an average mark of 65% or more, but who does 
not meet the criteria for the award of a pass with Distinction, will be awarded a pass with 
Merit, provided each of the two elements (Essential Knowledge AND Problem Solving and 
Interpretation) is passed and a grade of “Safe” has been achieved for each DOPS station. 
 
A student who achieves an overall mark of 40% or more in Year 1 but does not proceed with 
study will be eligible for the award of Certificate of Higher Education. 
 
The award of Certificate of Higher Education will be classified by the overall mark as follows: 
 
40-59% Pass 
60-69% Merit 
70% or more
